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Arrive early for your classes. ����

Be patient.  (Spaces often open up after 

the preceding classes let out.) 

Consider TARC.  TARC has many 

convenient bus routes to the Downtown 

campus. ����

Always display your valid permit. ����

The main student lot (off of Second 

Street) backs up early and fills up first.  

Consider either the overpass or YMCA lot 

first.  Often there are spaces available in 

these lots while others are waiting for the 

main lot.  

There are several other places to park off 

campus- parking meters on streets bordering 

the college (First Street, Jacob Street, College 

Street, Brook Street, and Gray Street) and 

numerous pay lots (Second Street and Jacob,  

and Second Street and Chestnut are the 

closest). ��������

Hang in there!  The parking situation 

often eases after the first two weeks of the 

semester. ����

LOCK YOUR VEHICLE 
Please make sure to always lock your vehicle and 
do not leave your personal items unattended. 
 
CAMPUS SAFETY 
Campus Safety officers are available 24 hours a 
day.  They provide assistance to students with 
acquiring help for opening/starting vehicles, basic 
first aid, escorting to and from vehicles, and any 
other help that might be needed.  Campus Safety 
offices are located in the main lobby of the Hartford 
Building.  They can be reached from the emergency 
red phones located around campus, at 213-5000 
(office), or 418-9051 (cell phone). 
 
SAFETY TIPS 

1. Always remove valuables from sight and 
lock your vehicle. 

2. At night, try to park your car close to lights 
and activity. 

3. Report theft, damages, or suspicious 
activity to Campus Safety or the 
campus administration. 

4. Walk with a friend to and from classes. 
5. Emergency call phones (red) are located 

in many of the buildings. 
6. While driving on campus, observe speed 

limits and watch out for cyclists and 
pedestrians. 
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The Downtown campus offers parking for registered students, 
available on a first come basis.  The main student lot (P1) is 
entered from the 600 block of Second Street.   A second student 
(P2) lot is located under the I-65 overpass, just south of Broadway.  
This lot may be entered from Brook Street or though the parking lot 
behind Taco Bell.  The lots directly behind Taco Bell, however, 
do not belong to the college, and any student parke d there will 
be towed at their expense.   A third lot (P3) is located in the 
YMCA garage (top floor) in the 500 block of Second Street, just 
north of Chestnut.  Enter the lot from Second or Guthrie.  You must 
have a valid student permit to enter any of these student lots. 
 
PARKING PERMITS 
All vehicles parking on the college’s property are required to display a valid parking permit.  
Student permits may be obtained from the Cashier’s Office at the Jefferson Educational 
Center. You must have paid your tuition and fees in total, have a valid third party (such as 
Financial Aid) paying your tuition/fees, or be participating in the Payment Plan to receive your 
permit. As a registered student, your permit (valid through August 15 of each year) allows you 
to park in the student lots free of charge for college related activities. 
 
VISITOR PARKING 
Visitor parking lots are located off of W. Broadway (next to the Broadway Building) and off of 
Second Street at the Jefferson Educational Center.  Both of these locations have 30-minute 
limits. 
 
HANDICAPPED PARKING 
Handicapped parking is available in the main student lot.  A valid state issued handicapped  
permit is required. 
 
ILLEGALLY PARKING VEHICLES 
The following vehicles are subject to citation, fine, and/or towing: 

·  Not displaying a valid permit or in an area where permit is not valid 
·  In a "No Parking" area 
·  In a handicapped space without the proper permit and/or in such a way as to block 

handicapped access 
·  Blocking other cars, fire lanes, fire exits, doorways, access to trash dumpsters, or 

within 15 feet of a fire hydrant 
·  In loading zones unless actually loading. Flashers must be on and time is limited to 

20 minutes  
·  In service entrances, construction sites, or spaces reserved for maintenance vehicles 
·  On the lawn, sidewalk, crosswalk, parking lot driveways, or straddling painted lines or bumper blocks  
·  Exceeding longer than the permitted time in time-limited areas  
·  Over or adjacent to yellow lines or curves 
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
