Downtown Campus  

The main student lot is entered from Second Street.  A second 

lot is located under the expressway (I-64) on the south side of 

Broadway.  And the third lot is located in the YMCA garage (in 

the 500 block of Second Street just north of Chestnut). 

 

There are additional off-campus parking spaces—meters on 

the streets bordering the college (First Street, Jacob Street, 

College Street, Brook Street, and Gray Street), and numerous 

pay lots (Second and Jacob, and Second and Chestnut are the 

closest to the campus). 

 

Jefferson Technical Campus  

The student lot is located behind the A Building, entered from 

Eighth Street 

 

 Southwest Campus 

The student lots are on the left as you enter the campus. 

 

Carrollton Campus ����

The student lot is the lower parking lot, near the river. 

 

Shelby Campus 

The student lots are on the left as you enter the campus, past 

the Faculty and Staff lot. 
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Safety Tips 
 
SAFETY TIPS 

1. Always remove valuables from sight and 
lock your vehicle. 

2. At night, try to park your car close to lights 
and activity. 

3. Report theft, damages, or suspicious 
activity to Campus Safety or the campus 
administration. 

4. Walk with a friend to and from classes. 
5. Emergency call phones (red) are located 

in many of the buildings on the Downtown, 
Jefferson Technical, and Southwest 
campuses. 

6. While driving on campus, observe speed

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   Parking Permits 
 
         All vehicles parking on the college’s property are 
required to display a valid parking permit. Student permits 
may be obtained from the Cashier’s Office. You must have 
paid your tuition and fees in total, have a valid third party 
(such as Financial Aid) paying your tuition/fees, or be 
participating in the Payment Plan to receive your permit. As a 
registered student, your permit (valid through August 15 of 
each year) allows you to park in the student lots free of 
charge for college related activities.

Designated handicapped parking spaces 

are reserved for those with valid, government issued 
handicapped parking permits. 

Regulations 
            Any motor vehicle parked on College 
property, with the exception of visitors, must display 
a valid Jefferson Community & Technical College 
parking permit. The type of permit (i.e. Student or 
Faculty/Staff) indicates the area(s) where the 
vehicle may be parked. Use of a motor vehicle on 
College property is a privilege, not a right, and is 
made available only under the regulations 
established by the College and currently in effect.  
            The possession of a permit does not 
guarantee a parking space, but rather is permission 
to park in an unoccupied space within specified 
parking areas.  The lack of an unoccupied parking 
space is not considered a valid excuse for violation 
of a regulation.  
             Any vehicle inhibiting traffic flow, hampering 
fire protection, occupying a reserved or 
handicapped space illegally, blocking handicap 
access or trash dumpsters, displaying a reported 
lost, stolen, forged, or altered parking permit, or 
parked in a designated tow away zone, is subject to 
immediate tow and impoundment. 
 

      

 

 Visitor Parking 
Persons visiting Jefferson Community and 

Technical College for any reason such as to attend 
college-sponsored workshops, seminars, or other 
special events or meetings held at the College must 
use designated visitor parking spaces.
